makes clear that the ...

Whether you use &quot;the less the better,&quot; &quot;the fewer the better&quot; or
&quot;the smaller the better&quot; depends on what adjective fits for the noun that you are
talking about.

I see ''you better do something'' as a short spoken form of ''you had better do something''.
''Had'' better is an idiom meaning ''you should do'' and ''it would be better if you did''.

As for the choice between ''a better option'' and ''the better option'', the first point is that this
only arises when two options are being considered. Secondly, the question which ...
